Introduction

To each of us multiple pictures come to mind with the word Guard. It evokes first all those famous batiles where the
gwards won immortal fame for their colours and standards: Narva, Poliava, Austerlitz, Borodino, Kulm, Varna,
Gorny Dubniak, Kaushany, the Crimea, — and those majestic architectural monuments: the regimental barracks and
churches, arches of triumph and monuments on the battlefields. It recalls as well the events of Russian history when
the Guard played a key role: court revolutions in the XVIllth century, revolt of the Dekabrisis, the explosion at the
Winter Palace, organized by S. Khalturin, the crushing of the Moscow uprising in 1905, the Civil War, the emigra-
tion — and the glamour of the parades of the Guard, its manoeuvres, the court ceremonies, the regimental marches.

Our national museums, archives, libraries were and still are entrusted with the care of the memory of the Russian
Imperial Guard, and so are the regimental associations abroad, the Guards general association in Paris. The year
2000 saw the 300 hundred year juhffei;f the Guard and gave us a chance to gather all those with links to its history,
beneath regimental colours and standards, to the strains of regimental marches.

But it is doubtful that the remembrance of this past would be as it is without the efforis of numerous enthusiasts,
amateurs of Russian history, collectors of military historical relics, and among them, the well known Gérard Gorokhoff,
who saved so many historical items from oblivion and destruction. His work «The Russian Imperial Guard» deserves a
special place within the bibliography of the Guard. The numerous photographs give an impressive and clear picture of
the life of the Guards regiments. T{ankx to these photographs, a!f the old military memoirs which started being pub-
lished or reprinted in Russia, now come to life. Thanks to these pictures we enter a world that no longer exists. t;?h? 44
provide us with this fantastic chance to look at the faces of these soldiers and officers from the guards regiments, many
of them being soon called to d?fend mother Russia on the batilefields of the Ist World War, then drain the cup of the
civil war to the dregs and finally experiment the saddness of emigration or of living in Soviet Russia.

This book is a tribute to all those who gave their lives for our motherland,
Jell during the years of this cruel fratricide rift or died in foreign lands.
